VMost critical aspect of airport 
operations 

 

VRequired daily, or when required 
by unusual conditions 

 

 



Daily Inspections 

üConducted at 9:00 AM, 30 Minutes 
prior to A/C Landings, and Between 
Flight Intervals. 

üCoordinated with AFIS by Radio. 

üStarts at the hold up line. 

üRunway lights, Navaids, and Markings. 

üPavement Conditions 

üSafety Areas 

üApron 

üWildlife Sightings 

 

 

 



Runway Light Diagram 



Documentation and Reporting 

 

üAll discovered discrepancies noted in 
the FAA Self Inspection Form.

Noteworthy References on RWY Self-Inspection 
 

V Disseminated RWY Self-Inspections NOT a Rosy 
Picture. 

V Imperative to Swiftly Mitigate, and Correct 
Discovered Discrepancies To Prevent Build-Ups. 

V Runway Should be Treated As Sacred Area, and 
Kept Immaculately Clean. 

V Perimeter Fence a Pillar to Upkeep of Safety, 
and Security.   

V Constant Changes Everyday. 

V Take-up Pilot, and Passenger 
Perspective/Mindset. 

V Take Ownership of Inspection.

When Do We Employ Mitigation Measures  
1. When there are actual sightings 

of Wildlife. 

2. When there is a considerable 
perimeter fence breach. 

3. When there is apparent 
concentrate of bird flock 
activity. 

4. When bird remains are 
discovered on the runway. 

5. When reported by flight 
captains, and airlines.
